Bedroon

» Place your baby to sleep on his or her
back on a firm . tight fitting mattress that
fits well in a crib that meets current safety
standards.

« To avoid harming his or her teeth or
causing suffocation. do not leave the feed-
ing-bottle in your babys mouth while
sleeping.

« Placing babies to sleep on pillows or
folded quilts can result in death by suffoca-

tion.

e The bed room must be of suitable tem-
perature.

« Do not use any crib with missing.

broken. loose. or unscrewed parts.

ne lhouse

« Use safety gates to block stairways and
other dangerous areas. Avoid older gates
that can collapse and entrap babies.

« Keep all small objects . especially round
objects such as balls and marbles. away
from children. keep older sibling’s toys out
of reach of children under 3years of age’
espeially magnets and balloons .

« To avoid falls. secure windows with
window guards.

o Secure furniture to avoid

tip-overs.

« Avoid putting poisonous plants around.

o Furnish sharp angles around the house
with protecting guards.

o Put special covering plugs on each socket
which is unused to prevent children from
inserting their fingers or other objects.

Kitclaen

» Never. ever leave your baby in a high
chair and. at all times. use safety straps or
belts.

« Keep matches. lighters. knives and clean-
ing products with child-resistant lids.
well-locked and out of reach of children.

« Avoid carrying your baby while prepar-
ing food.

» Avoid spreading out tablecloths if your
baby is less than four years.

« Avoid putting hot food on table edges or
on the floor.

Bathroom

» Make sure the bath water is comfortably
warm but not hot before washing your
baby.

o Never. ever leave your child alone in a
bathtub or near water even for a moment .
Remember : bath seats or rings or other
bathing aids are not safety devices.

» Keep medicines and cleaning products
with child resistant lids locked and out of
reach of children.
