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Indicator (1): Grade Structure of Public Schools

This indicator shows the distribution of public schools according to the
lowest and highest grade. The existence of schools with close ranks
means the presence of students in the age stage characterized by the
same level of physical and mental characteristics. That helps to develop
educational plans and programs that fit those characteristics. However,
the determination of the grade structure of government schools is
influenced by many factors including the number of students, population
density and geographical location. The possibility of expansion of
existing buildings, and economic feasibility.

(%23.2 although the number rose to 257 schools, while the other
groups (less than 100) and (more than 1000) students constitute

the remaining @10 and their total number are 110 schools, €86.2
for schools (less than 100) and (@88 for schools (more than 1000).

Schools with category (more than 1000) students are concentrated
in the Directorate of Muscat by @8113.8 of the total schools in the
directorate and [©52.3 of the total schools in this category.

.8 of the total schools in this category. This school category not
available in the directorates of Al Buraimi, Dhahirah, Dhofar, Al-
Wosta and Musandam directorates.

The highest percentage of schools in the category (less than 100)
students are concentrated in Dhofar directorate #829.4 of the total
directorate schools and.56 2 of the total schools in this category.
There are no such schools in the directorate of North Al-Shargiyah
and Al Wosta administration.

The size of schools varies in each directorate, most directorate,
however, have the largest proportion of school sizes

between (%49.2 and ©78.9, except for Dhofar and Musandam,
most schools are of Category (less than 200) by %52.3 and %50,
respectively.

Coincidentally, that Al-Wosta directorate, the categories (less than

200 students), and (700-201 students) distributed equally by @848
for each category.
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Indicator (2): Size of public schools by number of students:

The size of school, in this context, refers to the number of students in each
school. This size is determined through several considerations. The most
important of which are educational, social, geographical and demographic
aspects, which have a great influence in determining the size of the school.
Especially that the education policy in Oman tends to deliver the educational
service to everyone wherever they are. However, it is well evident from the
economic point of view that the cost of the student drops once the school’s
volume is extended. However, Population density across the sultanate is one
of the biggest factors that affect school size, especially in school age group.

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I Indicator (4) Public schools by class size

result of dividing the number of students by the number of classrooms in every

This indicator reflects the number of students per classroom. It is calculated by
dividing the total number of students by the number of classes for each grade.
It consists of a qualitative indicator that measures the availability of suitable
educational environment. Even though, the economic figures suggest that the
average cost of a student is less at high class density, a limit should be set for
class density. Therefore, exceeding this limit may result in adverse effects on
the education service quality as evidenced by several surveys in this respect.
The ministry has set the maximum class density in basic education classes at
30 students per classroom in cycle one and 35 students per classroom in cycle
