The orssiyah or
harees is a characteristic Omani eid day dish made in every house. In addition to fursha and
ghee orssiyah makes a nice cuisine, and each family sends a plate of orssiyah in the early
morning to the neighbours, and receive likewise. On the eid day people wake up early in

the morning, wear nice new clothes and go to the eid prayers in an open area. Thereafter,

children go to the aiyod, a wide land area where people gather to sell and buy popular things

like toys and sweets and exchange the Eid Mubarak greetings.

Then the people visit each others in their houses to say ‘Eid Mubarak, and the
families give the visitors Omani halwa and coffee. After the visits people go back
home to slaughter a sheep, goat or may be an oxen and gather in one house to
cut the meet into pieces and fry it with oil on the first eid day. On the second
day they barbecue the mashakeek, and prepare the showa, meet put it in frond
baskets, bury them into a smoldering pit ( deep oven ) and cover the pit
with earth. The baskets are taken out on the third day and the showa is
eaten with rice.

In the evenings people gather in an open place for Al-Azwah, where they
perform folkdances like razha and razfah.
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The two brothers made an evil
plan to get rid of Amer and share
the gold.
